Just one block from the University of 
Illinois's Quad, living at the Univer-
sity YMCA in Champaign, is both con-
venient and affordable. Students 
reside on the third floor of the build-
ing. This historic building was con-
structed in 1938 across the street 
from the Lincoln Hall on Wright St. 
The University Library is just one 
block south of the YMCA; three 
blocks to the north lies campus town 
& engineering campus.

The facility can house up to 12 
students; the perfect amount to cap-
ture a family-like atmosphere. The 
Third Floor Residence consists of two 
double rooms and two triple rooms. 
Each room has a high-speed internet 
connection and there is a shared, 
fully-equiped kitchen. For recreation 
and relaxation, residents can take 
advantage of the large lounge.

Limited parking is available for an 
additional monthly charge. Laundry 
facilities are available in the building. 
The YMCA meets all University Certi-
fied Housing standards.

Each room is furnished with:

    * A bed
    * Dresser
    * Desk
    * Lamp
    * Bookshelves

Included in the monthly rate:

    * Free local calls 
    * Air conditioning
    * Wi-fi & computer in lounge
    * All utilities

Residents must be male students attending the 
University of Illinois. All students need two written 
letters of recommendation as part of the housing 
application. Room contracts are available for the 
academic year and/or the summer. The housing 
application can be found on our website:

International Students may elect to 
stay over winter and spring breaks at 
no extra charge! There is a deposit 
required of $100 for room and $5 for a 
key.
